15ACRE FOOT REGULATION AMENDED

A public hearing was held on the proposed changes recommended by the Board of Directo
K.A.R. 52515 in April and the rule became effective May 21, 2010. This regulation outlines t
process in obtaining a water right for 15 afwet or less in GMD #5. Significant changes were mad
regarding spacing limitations and offset requirements. The regulation limits the number of wells
proved under this regulation to one every mile while maintaining spacing requirements to o
wells. Offsets are required in the Arkansas, Rattlesnake, Pawnee, and Wet Walnut Basins (se
below). So if an application would be filed within one of these basins, a specific amount of w.
would have to be reduced from an existing water right in order for the new application to be
proved. The rule allows the offset to be up to 3.5 miles from the proposed well location of the a|
cation.

This regulation was amended to address the concerns of the District members in basins whe
District is buying water rights. The concerns and questions were about why was District buying
ter rights and then authorizing more water use through the fifteerfemtr@ermits. As always,
please call us if you have questions about this regulation.
